Tram makes a special stop at the Sheung Wan Civic Centre.

Registered as Tram No. 120, DingDing has been running
on the same tracks on Hong Kong Island for more than a
century, witnessing the transformation of familiar landmarks
and the city’s development. In light of rapid changes in our
daily lives and technological advances, what are DingDing's
prospects?

In 2021, Fong Fong Projet d’Art injected performance
elements into the tram journey in Our Little Tram: DingDing,
winning much popular acclaim. This time, DingDing
welcomes you inside the theatre.
